garding the Report of

the Investigative Committee on the Syrian Coast Massacres

The International Federation of Alawite Organizations (IFAO) firmly rejects and condemns
the outcome of the press conference held by the so-called “Investigative Committee on
the Syrian Coast Events.” [t regrets that the report falls far short of the minimum standards
of professionalism and credibility, blatantly ignoring compelling evidence, UN documents,
and testimonies verified both locally and internationally.

The report systematically disregarded the sectarian nature of the crimes, denying
overwhelming evidence that victims were targeted based on religious identity and that
similar crimes occurred repeatedly in multiple towns following the same pattern. This
constitutes a clear distortion of facts and a deliberate cover-up of the truth.

Furthermore, the report failed to acknowledge the political and security responsibility
behind the declaration of a “general mobilization” on the eve of the massacres—an
essential element in attributing responsibility to senior leadership under the internationally
recognized doctrine of “command responsibility.”

The facts demonstrate that what occurred on the Syrian coast amounts to crimes against
humanity and war crimes under the Rome Statute, including systematic killings,
sectarian targeting of civilians, destruction of infrastructure, and the complete denial of
justice for the victims.

Describing the atrocities as “individual acts” or “personal revenge,” while absolving the
commanders responsible for planning and incitement, is nothing short of an outrageous
attempt to distort the truth and perpetuate impunity.
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The IFAO therefore holds the organizing parties of this investigation fully accountable—
morally and legally—for this falsification, and asserts the following:

1.

The IFAO rejects the report in both form and content, considering it a denial of justice
and an affront to the dignity of the victims and their families.

. It demands the establishment of an independent international investigation

committee under United Nations supervision to investigate the crimes committed on
the coast and to hold all those who ordered, planned, executed, or incited them
accountable.

. It affirms that what happened on the coast constitutes an organized crime that rises

to the level of genocide and cannot be described as individual or random
incidents.

It calls oninternationalinstitutions and independent media to review credible human
rights reports, including those by Reuters and the United Nations, which have
documented a systematic pattern of violations.

It calls on the international community to ensure access to justice for the victims
and their families, and to protect them from intimidation or retaliation.

The silence of the world in the face of these massacres, and the whitewashing of

perpetrators, not only undermines the rights of the victims but also threatens the future of

justice in Syria as a whole—and endangers all Syrians.

Justice is not a political luxury; it is a right that does not expire.
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
